1910 • Founded by Namihei Odaira as 
an electrical repair shop

(3.6775-kW) electric motors 
as the company’s first products

1915 • Completed 10,000-HP (7,355-kW) water turbine

1924 • Completed the first large-scale 
DC electric locomotives to be 
manufactured in Japan

1931 • Completed 10,000-A hydraulic electrolytic cell

1932 • Completed Hitachi’s first electric refrigerator

1943 • Completed 85,000-kW Francis water turbine and 
70,000-kVA alternating current generator

1952 • Completed 21,000-kW two-stage pump-turbine
